On 30 November 1944, in the vicinity
of # # %, France, CiPT.IN SCOTT was leading his company in the zttock, when
confronbed by o well dug-in enemy less than 100 yards owey. Enemy mortar and
amnll arms fire was inbense and severe, raking the entire area vhere his com-
pony was loeated, Fully cognizant that the opposing forcocs outnumbered his
company, CAPTAIN SCOTT pushed on mzgnificently and fearlessly uwntil he roached
the limits of his doy's ebjective. In the process of the attack he was serious=-
ly woundad, bub despite these wounds he refused evecuction in order that he,
could be with his men to direct their activities. Oblivious of his rapidly
ebhing strength, and ignoring pain and profuse flow of blood, he continued on
galloently tinovghout the diy and night, losing consciousncss several times.
Fifty wounded pen were ovocucted, and not until he wns assured the last men
was safely reroved did he finolly submit to evacuction himself. CAPTAIN SCOTTS
out stancing courage assisted materially in the success of the battalion in
overdiielming a superior enemy and served as 2 source of inspiration to all.
